Passport: 

As of January 1, 2007 anyone 
traveling outside of the United 
States MUST have a current 
passport to leave the country and 
return! 

If you don’t have one, applica-
tions are available at the US Post 
Office. 

Passports cost $97 and are valid 
for 10 years. 

The Parish of Putney is on the 
River Thames about 5 miles 
south west of central London.  It 
is a neighborhood full of history 
and diversity. St. Mary's Church 
was founded in 1293.  The Putney 
Debates, held during the English 
Civil War, is where the idea was 
born that all men, regardless of 
class, have the right to vote. 

Parts of the current church date 
to the late 1300’s.  The newest 
part of the church, the Brewer 
Building, was completed in 2005. 
We will be staying in the Brewer 
Building. 

All Saints Church, the other 
church in the Parish, sits about a 
mile east of St. Mary’s on land 
donated by the Earl of Spencer in 
the 1870’s. 

Today the Parish of Putney is a 
vibrant group of Christians led by 
the Rev’d. Dr. Giles Fraser.  They 
are very similar to our congrega-
tion in their work for mission and 
social justice at home and around 
the world.
